A new directive issued by the Municipality now insists on all pets being microchipped before
receiving a tag. The microchip is a one off procedure by injection. The tag is mandatory in
Dubai and must be renewed every year. If your pet is not microchipped this can be done at
The Veterinary Hospital along with registering for the tag. The hospital has introduced
Microchip Mondays, on the first Monday of every month you can have your pet/s micro-
chipped for half the normal price.
